TIPS & Reminders:
· If you are an adult team member tweak as needed
· BCC (ask your parents if you don’t know what this means) as many people as possible (recommended in groups of no more than 50 at a time) every week (total of 7 mass emails, always include your Blood Cancer United staff so they can provide tips and feedback)
· Do NOT remove people who have already donated unless they ask to be removed
· PERSONALIZE your weekly emails- make it like a blog/newsletter about your campaign.
· Add your information to highlighted areas
· A photo of your team from a recent event/meeting
· Your social media profiles for them to follow your campaign 
· A full list of your upcoming events
· Shout out to any donors by name
· Announce any sponsorships
· Things you have learned
· Include any of the weekly mission moments
· Add mission video from YouTube channel
· Follow up with people individually throughout the week if they have not donated from your mass emails via text or personalized emails.
